Mass Media
Mass media are one of the most characteristic features of modern civilization. Peo-
ple are united into one global community with the help of mass media. People can
learn about what is happening in the world very fast using mass media. The mass
media include newspapers, magazines, radio and television. The earliest kind of
mass media was newspaper. The first newspaper was Roman handwritten
newssheet called "Acta Diurna” started in 59 B.C. Magazines appeared in 1700's.
They developed from newspapers and booksellers' catalogs. Radio and TV ap-
peared only in this century.
The most exciting and entertaining kind of mass media is television. It brings mov-
ing pictures and sounds directly to people's homes. So one can see events in fara-
way places just sitting in his or her chair. Radio is widespread for its portability. It
means that radios can easily be carried around. People like listening to the radio on
the beach or picnic, while driving a car or just walking down the street. The main
kind of radio entertainment is music.
Newspapers can present and comment on the news in much detail in comparison to
radio and TV newscasts. News- papers can cover much more events and news.
Magazines do not focus on daily, rapidly changing events. They provide more pro-
found analysis of events of preceding week. Magazines are designed to be kept for
a longer time so they have cover and binding and are printed on better paper.

Mass Media.

The mass media play an important part in our lives. Newspapers, radio and espe-
cially TV inform us of what is going on in this world and give us wonderful possi-
bilities for education and entertainment. They also influence the way we see the
world and shape our views.

Of course, not all newspapers and TV programs report the events objectively, but
serious journalists and TV reporters try to be fair and provide us with reliable in-
formation.

It is true that the world today is full of dramatic events and most news seems to be
bad news. But people aren't interested in ordinary events. That is why there are so



many programs and articles about natural disasters, plane crashes, wars, murders
and robberies. Good news doesn't usually make headlines. Bad news does.

Some people say that journalists are given too much freedom. They often intrude
on people's private lives. They follow celebrities and print sensational stories about
them which are untrue or half-true. They take photos of them in their most intimate
moments. The question is — should this be allowed?

The main source of news for millions of people is television. People like TV news
because they can see everything with their own eyes. And that's an important ad-
vantage. Seeing, as we know, is believing. Besides, it's much more difficult for
politicians to lie in front of the cameras than on the pages of newspapers.

Still, many people prefer the radio. It's good to listen to in the car, or in the open
air, or when you do something about the house.

Newspapers don't react to events as quickly as TV, but they usually provide us
with extra detail, comment and background information.

The Internet has recently become another important source of information. Its main
advantage is that news appears on the screen as soon as things happen in real life
and you don't have to wait for news time on TV.

The Geological problems of our district.

The term “ecology” was introduced into scientific language and the life of our so-
ciety many years ago. Everybody knows that ecology depends on our humane atti-
tude towards nature and it’s no secret that nowadays the world ecological situation
is difficult. The degree of pollution of water, air and soil increases year after year
and is considered to be a serious international problem. We all have heard about
latest ecological catastrophe in Japan and its consequences and deeply realize how
important it is to prevent such dangerous events in future.

Speaking about the problems of pollution I can’t help saying about the ecological
problems of our district. | have been living in the east of Moscow for many years
and have had a lot of chances to watch the negative environmental impacts.
Needless to say, that the main problem is the pollution of air. A lot of people in our
district have their own cars and a lot of companies, especially transport ones, and
use Lorries in their work. These transport facilities carry loads and passengers from
one destination to another and at the same time do a lot of damage to nature. The
car exhaust fumes mix with air and we have to inspire this harmful mixture. I am
very glad that lately the number of cars and garages in our yards has decreased but



suppose that it would be better to use another transport, to move the garages to the
suburbs or to arrange days of pedestrian traffic if we really want to clear the air.

In the district there are some heat stations and they also influence the condition of
the air around.

| have already told you about two sources of pollution but I consider that the major
source is not a plant, a heat station or cars. First of all, the state of the environment
depends upon people. We know that our streets and yards are polluted with great
amount of garbage. A lot of teenagers and adults used to set scrapes of paper, ciga-
rette ends and another small-sized garbage down and don’t think that these things
decay, pollute the ground, smell and look very unlikely. And, watching these teen-
agers and adults, small children do the same.

| urge everyone not to leave garbage on the ground, as, to my mind, it is the first
step to clear our streets and to love our nature. We must do our best to save the
beauty and the cleanness of our nature for future generations and for ourselves.
Ecology problems.

Since ancient times Nature has served man, being the source of his life. For thou-
sands of years people lived in harmony with environment and it seemed to them
that natural riches were unlimited. But with the development of civilization man’s
interference in nature began to increase.

Every year world industry pollutes the atmosphere with about 1000 million tons of
dust and other things. As a result some rare species of animals, birds, fish and
plants disappear forever. Many cities suffer from smog.

Large cities with thousands of smoky industrial enterprises appear all over the
world today. The by-products of their activity pollute the air we breathe, the water
we drink, the land we grow vegetables.

The pollution of air and the world’s ocean, destruction of the ozone layer is the re-
sult of man’s careless interaction with nature. Environmental protection is of a uni-
versal concern. That is why serious measures to create a system of ecological secu-
rity should be taken.

Some progress has been already made in this direction. As many as 159 countries -
members of the UNO - have set up environmental protection agencies. Numerous
conferences have been held by these agencies to discuss problems facing ecologi-
cally poor regions including the Aral Sea, the South Urals, Kasbahs, Donbas, Se-
mipalatinsk and Chernobyl. An international environmental research centre has
been set up on Lake Baikal. The international organization Greenpeace is also do-
ing much to preserve the environment.

But these are only the initial steps and they must be carried onward to protect na-
ture, to save life on the planet not only for the present but also for the future gener-
ations.

Environmental problems.

All the nations have the same basic environmental problems. In fact the problem of
environment crisis has assumed global proportions. That is why many ecological
problems can generally be solved only at the world community level.

As nations we all share a single ecological space. Acid rains, for example, have no
boundaries. Nuclear radiation does not respect administrative or national regions.



All the nations must assume a position as responsible members of the world com-
munity level, cooperating in matters of environmental protection.

It’s important that we all work together to share, to overcome ecological disasters.
Both scientists and politicians agree that if some radical steps are not taken, life on
our planet may be damaged if not destroyed altogether, because the number of air
pollutants is constantly growing.

Ecological disasters do not happen by chance. Ignorance, lack of planning, greed
and criminal neglect has been responsible for creating ecological distress zones
throughout the world. Radioactive materials present health and safety problems in
an increasing number of countries. Underground nuclear-weapon tests are a major
threat to the environment. Steps must be taken to do away with nuclear tests.

The acid falls to earth in form of rain or snow that can damage anything from the
monuments to living organisms. The increase in traffic is threatening serious air
pollution in our cities, because vehicles, not factories, produce most of toxic micro-
particles, which do most harm. Toxic gases appear in the atmosphere in critical
concentration of carbon dioxide is expected to increase at rates that could change
the world’s climate. The commonest air pollution comes from the cigarette smoke,
which pollutes public places.

Water pollution is another important problem. In several years tourists will find
fewer beaches where it’s safe to swim. Urgent measures must be taken if we don’t
want to leave a dangerous planet to future generations.

Education in Russia
An educated person is one who knows a lot about many things.l think it is very
important that everyone should be educated. Each pupil ought to do his best to be-
come a useful member of our society. Education is very important in our life. Go-
ing on educational excursions gives us opportunities to acquire some scientific
knowledge.In the Russian Federation the school education is compulsory. Pupils
start going to school at the age of six. When they complete high grades they can
either continue to study at school for more 2 years, or go to a professional school
where they study not only main subjects, but are able to learn some profession.
When school pupils leave school they can try to continue their educaton in insti-
tutes or universities. There are many school types of schools in Russia: specialized,



politecnical, musical art and others. Nowdays appeared some new types of schools:
gimnasiums and colledges.

Education in Russia

Citizens of Russia have the right for education which is guaranteed by the Consti-
tution. The public educational system in our country incorporates pre-school, gen-
eral school, specialized secondary and higher education.Pre-school consists of kin-
dergartens. Children there learn reading, writing and arithmetic. But pre-school ed-
ucation isn't compulsory - children can get it at home.Compulsory education is for
children from 6(7) to 17 years of age.The main link in the system of education is
the general school which prepares the younger generation for life and work in
modern production. There are various types of schools: general secondary schools,
schools specializing in a certain subject, high schools, lyceums and so on. Tuition
in most of them is free of charge, but some new types of schools are fee-paying.
The term of study in a general secondary school is 11 years and consists of prima-
ry, middle and upper stages. At the middle stage of a secondary school the children
learn the basic laws of nature and society at the lessons of history, algebra, litera-
ture, physics and many others.After the 9th form pupils have to sit for examina-
tions. Also they have a choice between entering the 10th grade of a general sec-
ondary school and enrolling in a specialized secondary or vocational school.
Persons who finish the general secondary school, receive a secondary education
certificate, giving them the right to enter any higher educational establishment. En-
trance examinations are held in July and August. Institutions are headed by rectors;
the faculties are headed by the deans. One has to study in the institute for 5 years.
Higher educational institutions train students in one or several specializations.

Christmas
Christmas is Christian holiday that celebrates the birth of Jesus Christ. For millions
of Christians throughout the world it is the happiest and the busiest time of the
year. No one knows the exact date of Christ's birth but most Christians celebrate
Christmas on December 25. The word Christmas comes from Christes masse, an
early English phrase that means Mass of Christ.
People of different countries celebrate Christmas in various ways. People in the
United States and Canada decorate their homes with Christmas trees, wreaths and
ornaments. City streets are filled with coloured lights; the sound of bells and
Christmas carols can be heard everywhere. Children write letters to Santa Claus
and tell him what presents they would like to get. Many department stores hire
people to wear a Santa Claus costume and listen to children's requests. People send
Christmas cards to relatives and friends. Many companies give presents to their
employees.
A Christmas tree is one of the main symbols of Christmas in most homes. Rela-
tives and friends may join in trimming the tree with lights, tinsel, and colourful or-
naments. Presents are placed under the tree. On Christmas Eve or Christmas morn-
ing, families open their presents.
Many children believe that Santa Claus arrives on Christmas Eve in a sleigh pulled
by a reindeer and brings presents. Some children hang up stockings so Santa Claus
can fill them with candy, fruit and other small gifts. In many parts of the United
States and Canada groups of people walk from house to house and sing Christmas
carols. Some people give singers money or small gifts or invite them for a warm
drink.
Many people attend church services on Christmas Eve or Christmas morning. They
listen to readings from Bible and singing Christmas carols. A traditional Christmas
dinner consists of stuffed turkey, » mashed potatoes, cranberry sauce and a variety
of other dishes. Some families have ham or roast goose instead of turkey. Pumpkin
pie, plum pudding, and fruitcake are favourite desserts

Halloween

Halloween is a festival that takes place on October 31. In the United States chil-
dren wear costumes and masks and go trick-or-treating. Many of them carve jack-
o'-lan s out of pumpkins. Fortunetelling and storytelling about ghosts and witches
are popular activities. Halloween developed from new year festivals and festivals
of the dead. Christian church established a festival on November 1 called All
Saints' Day so that people could continue to celebrate their festivals. The Mass
said on All Saints' Day was called All hallow mass. The day before All Saints'
Day was known all hallows' Eve or All Halloween.The main Halloween activity
for children is trick-or-treating. Children dress in costumes and masks and go
from door to door saying "trick or treat". The neighbors give children such treats
as candy, fruit and pennies so that children do not play tricks on them. Jack-o0'-
lanterns are hallowed-out pumpkins with face carved into one side. Most jack-o'-
lanterns contain a candle inside. An Irish legend says that jack-o'-lanterns are

Today people practice palmistry. People once believed that there were many
ghosts and witches on the Earth and that they met on October 31 to worship the
devil. Today, people do not believe in ghosts and witches but they like to tell sto-
ries about them on Halloween.

Holidays in Russia

There are many national holidays in Russia, when people all over the country do
not work and have special celebrations. The major holidays are: New Year's Day,
Women's Day, May Day, Victory Day, and Independence Day.

The first holiday of the year is New Year's Day. People see the new year in at
midnight on the 31st of December. They greet the new year with champagne and
listen to the Kremlin chimes beating 12 o'clock.

There are lots of New Year traditions in Russia. In every home there is a New
Year tree glittering with coloured lights and decorations. Children always wait
for Father Frost to come and give them a present. Many people consider New
Year's Day to be a family holiday. But the young prefer to have New Year parties
of their own.

A renewed holiday in our country is Christmas. It is celebrated on the 7th of Jan-
uary. It's a religious holiday and a lot of people go to church services on that day.
Non-official "Men's Day" is the 23d of February, it is a public holiday called
"The Homeland Defenders Day". All men in Russia are liable for call-up (includ-
ing reservists), so they all are celebrities. On this day women usually give men
small gifts.

On the 8th of March we celebrate Women's Day when men are supposed to do
everything about the house and cook all the meals. This is pretty nice — at least
once a year women can take a break and forget about all those dishes, cooking,
kids, take a magazine and relax on a coach.

The 1st of May is the Day of Labour. During Soviet time there were huge
demonstrations on this day, as everybody was obliged to show his loyalty to the
state; now only communists organize meetings on this date.



The greatest national holiday in our country is Victory Day. On the 9th of May,
1945, the Soviet Army and its allies completely defeated the German fascists and
the Second World War and the Great Patriotic War ended. A magnificent memo-
rial on Poklonnaya Gora has been built to commemorate the Victory. Many vet-
erans take part in the military parade and lay wreaths on the Tomb of the Un-
known Soldier. Radio and television broadcast popular war songs. A lot of guests
from different countries of the . world come to Moscow to participate in the cel-
ebrations.

Independence Day is anew holiday in our country. On the 12th of June, 1992, the
first President of Russia was elected.

The 1st of September is the Day of Knowledge — it's the beginning of a school
year. Children go to schools with flowers for teachers, there are meetings before
the classes start.

The 12th of December — the Constitution Day. This day the first Constitution of
the Russian Federation was adopted in 1993 (previous Constitutions were all So-
viet Unions).

Russians love to celebrate. We adopted the Western holidays such as St. Valen-
tine, and Halloween. We also appreciate Chinese New Year, Muslim and Jewish
holidays, as Russians are very tolerant to other religions.

We also celebrate Easter and lots of professional holidays which are not public
holidays and banks, offices and schools do not close.

Holidays in the USA

There are a lot of holidays in the USA. Many of them are associated with the his-
tory of the nation. The main holidays of the USA are New Year's Day, Easter,
Memorial Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas.

The New Year's Eve is a time for merriment. Most Americans spend this night
with friends, at home or in restaurants. Thousands of people gather in New York
in Times Square to see the New Year in. The Tournament of Roses takes place in
Pasadena, California, on January 1 each year. Prizes are given to the cities with
the most unusual floral compositions.

At Easter there is a tradition for people to buy new clothes. After church services
many people take walks along the streets of their towns, wearing their new Easter
hats and suits. This is usually called the "Easter Parade".

Memorial Day comes on May 30. It is dedicated to the memory of those who
died for America in different wars. The national flags are put on the graves of
soldiers on this day.

The 4th of July, an Independence Day, is the biggest national holiday of the
USA. On this day in 1776 a document, known as the Declaration of Independ-
ence, was adopted. During this holiday American cities have parades, people
shoot off fire-works in parks and fields.

Thanksgiving Day comes on the fourth Thursday of November. When the first
settlers landed in America, their first year was very hard and 50 of 100 people
died. But the Indians taught people how to plant corn and wild vegetables and in
autumn they got a large harvest. Thanksgiving Day was their holiday, the day of



giving thanks to God. It is a family holiday and Americans try to gather all fami-
ly at home on this day.

There are also some holidays which are not celebrated nation-wide, but only by
each state separately.

English Traditions.

Every nation and every country has its own customs and traditions. In Britain tra-
ditions play a more important part in the life of the people than in other countries.
Englishmen are proud of their traditions and carefully keep them up. It has been
the law for about three hundred years that all the theatres are closed on Sundays.
No letters are delivered, only a few Sunday papers are published.

To this day an English family prefers a house with a garden to a flat in a modern
house with central heating. English people like gardens.

Holidays are especially rich in old traditions and are different in Scotland, Ire-
land, Wales and England. Christmas is a great English national holiday, and in
Scotland it is not kept at all, except by clerks in banks; all the shops, mills and
factories are working. But six days later, on New Year’s Eve the Scotch begin to
enjoy themselves. All the shops, mills and factories are closed on New Year’s
Day.

People invite their friends to their houses and "sit the Old Year out and the New
Year in".

When the dock begins to strike twelve, the head of the family goes to the entrance
door, opens it wide and holds it until the last stroke. Then he shuts the door. He
has let the Old Year out and the New Year in.

English Traditions.

One of the most peculiar features of life in England which immediately strikes
any visitor to this country is the cherishing and preserving of many traditions,
sometimes very archaic as they may seem. Uniforms are not particularly charac-
teristic of this fact. However, when one sees the warders at the Tower of London
with their funny flat hats, their trousers bound at the knee, and the royal mono-
gram on their breast, one feels carried back to the age of Queen Elisabeth I.

And you should chance to see the Lord Mayor of London riding through the
streets of the city with his black robe and gold chain, his medieval carriage, and
all sheriffs, councillors and other members of his suite, you have a picture of liv-
ing history.

Tourists visiting London are usually eager to see Buckingham Palace, the official
London residence of the Queen and the King. The house was bought by George
[11 from the Duke of Buckingham, from whom it takes the name.

Queen Victoria was the first to make the Palace the official residence of the Sov-
ereign. The colourful ceremony of the Changing of the Guard before the Palace is
of great interest for visitors. The Guardsmen in their red coats and bearskin caps
march behind the Drum Major and the Band.

A number of other ceremonies also take place, such as the Kings or Queen's re-
ceptions and the State Opening of Parliament.



There is another custom, such as the searching of the cellars underneath the
Houses of Parliament by half a dozen "Beefeaters"” before the opening of Parlia-
ment, in memory of Guy Fawkes and the Gunpowder Plot in 1605.

English people tend to be rather conservative. The conservative attitude consists
of an acceptance of things which are familiar. The metric system came into gen-
eral use in 1975.

The twenty-four-hour clock was at last adopted for railway timetables in the
1960s — though not for most other timetables, such as radio programmes. The
decimal money was introduced, but the pound sterling as the basic unit was kept,
one-hundredth part of it being a new penny. Temperatures have been measured in
Centigrade as well as Fahrenheit for a number of years, though most people tend
to use Fahrenheit for general purposes.

Choosing a Career

Choosing a career is like any other activity; it is best to work to a plan. Too many
people start looking for a specific job before thinking over their occupational aims.
It is a good idea to begin by attempting to define in clear terms what are your re-
quirements for the career. This involves taking a realistic view of your strengths
and weaknesses. You may think for example, that you would like a job which in-
volves organizing people, but liking such a job is not a sufficient justification if
experience you already may have suggests that this is not your strong point. On the
other hand, you should remember that training will allow you to do new things. A
further point to consider is whether you can do things which you do not like but
know that they are necessary to achieve your longer term objectives. Having
thought carefully about the sort of person you are, try to work out a realistic set of
occupational requirements. In particular, you must answer some important ques-
tions. First: what sort of life do you want to live? For example, do you want to live
in the country or in the town? Is leisure time of great importance to you? Is the size
of your salary important? Do you want to put down roots or travel widely? Second:
what sort of work do you want to do? For example, do you like working alone or
with others? Does teaching people appeal to you? Do you want to be an organizer
of other people's activities? Do you want to develop new ideas and initiate chang-
es?

As for me, | have made up my mind to be an engineer. As my parents are engineers
they have made a great influence on my choice and | can say that this profession
runs the family. My choice of this occupation didn't come as a sudden flash. I think



that nowadays this profession is of great need and importance for our country. It is
my aim to be a qualified specialist and to serve in the interests of my country. To
be a well prepared engineer | should have some important qualities: great capabil-
ity persistence, knowledge of science and, of course, knowledge of foreign lan-
guages. In spite of these arguments we mustn't forget about everybody's vocation. |
think that my abilities combined with the knowledge would be quite enough to
succeed in my work.

My future profession

What | would like to become? This question puzzles me greatly. Every job has its
difficulties and challenges. I think that nearly all the professions are very important
in life.
